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Final Conference in Jordan  
The Final Conference of the 
MED-ROUTE project entitled 
òDevelopment and Promotion 
of Thematic Tourism through 
ICT in the Mediterranean Sea 
Basin: Experience and Results 
of the MED-ROUTE projectó 
was held in Amman (Jordan) 

on 16th of June 2015.  

The Conference was a great 
success with the participation 
of Jordanian Authoritiesõ 
representatives, political 
persons from all participating 
authorities, stakeholders, 

citizens, etc.  

More than 100 persons 
attended the Conference 
event in Amman emphasizing 
the importance of thematic 
tourism for socioeconomic 

development.  

The conference was opened 
by His Excellency Issa 
Gammoh, Secretary General 

in the Ministry of Tourism & 
Antiquities (Jordan) and by 
Mr. Nikos Hardalias, Executive 

Secretary in the Region of 
Sterea Ellada (Greece) 
Afterwards the floor was 
taken by Dr. Esmat 
Karadsheh, the coordinator 
of the ENPI CBC MED Branch 
Office for the Eastern 
Mediterranean in Aqaba, 
Jordan, who presented the 
main results (in terms of 
allocation of resources) of 
the 2007-2013 programming 

period and introduced the 
main contents of the 
forthcoming ENI-CBC Med 
Programme 2014-2020.    
Then Mr. Dinos Papapolyzos, 
on behalf of the Development 
Agency of Evia (LP of the 
project) , presented an 
overview of the project while 
Mrs. Dimitra Marketou 
continued by presenting the 
achievements and challenges 
faced during the MED-ROUTE 
project.  
After the coffee break t he 
Green Paper for the 
Promotion of Thematic 

Tourism in the Mediterranean 
Sea Basin was presented and 
openly discussed, by Mr. 
Miltiadis Nikolaou and Mrs. 
Mina Torou, on behalf of the 
Region of Central Macedonia. 
The conference was 
concluded by Mr. Dinos 
Papapolyzos who presented 
the projectõs potential, in 
terms of expansion and 

duplication of activities to 
more services and / or public 
administrations and the

The 

result of the evaluation was 

very satisfying: minor 

adjustments have been made 

to the initially foreseen 

actions, all of the initial 

outputs have been completed 

and in some cases additional 

outputs have been produced 

The MED-ROUTE project, 

through the Ex-post 

assessment, revealed its 

power and the strong 

rationale that is hidden 

behind it, although its actual 

results and long-term impacts 

still need to be identified and 

explored. The ex -post report 

tried to highlight the 

The Ex-Post Evaluation 

developed under the MED-

ROUTE project aims to offer 

a first insight on the ex -post 

assessment of the outputs, 

results and impacts of the 

MED-ROUTE initiative running 

under the ENPI CBC MED 

Programme. This report was 

conducted in a small 

paradox: although ex -post 

evaluations are supposed to 

be compiled in a serious time

-frame after project 

completion so that results are 

settled and impacts are 

viewable, this assessment has 

been compiled even prior to 

the administrative and 

financial completion of the 

project. Thus, its contents 

have adopted to this situation 

ð the impact assessment is 

not extensive, it merely tries 

to foresee what will the 

actual impacts of the project 

will be assuming that all 

described pilot actions 

manage to fully achieve their 

importance and the need for 

continuation of the 

Programmes and Initiatives 

funded by the EU, especially 

those aiming to eliminate 

regional divergences and 

unbalanced development. 

The partnership has 

cooperated smoothly and 

energetically.  

The evaluators concluded 

that the MED-ROUTE project 

could be viewed to as a good 

practice of European and 

Mediterranean projects, 

considering, not only the 

achievement of outputs and 

results but also the fact that 

major difficulties and 

problems arising primarily 

from external factors were 

successfully tackled with the 

extended experience of the 

Lead Partner and the full 

cooperation of all partners.
